Every day at 11 am and noon, and in summer at
5 pm as well, the Bavarian knight ceremoniously unhorses his rival
with a lance, while the red-clad schafflers start their traditional coo-

pers’ dance. From the tower you have an amazing view over the city.

The Frauenkirche in the heart of the old town is one of Munich’s
best-known landmarks, as its twin towers with their striking domes
are visible from far away. The church was completed in 1488 to
plans by Munich’s master builder J6rg von Halspach. The south
tower can be reached via a lift and 89 steps.
