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In the city centre within the Altstadtring (Old Town beltway) there are no parking facilities for tour buses. There are, 

however, some central arrival and departure zones to drop off and pick up passengers. For long-term parking, buses 

must use one of the parking facilities provided for this purpose. All of them are well connected to the public     

transportation network.
